The 

business plan is available on our church website.The Mission Team believes the 

Lord has called our church to this ministry at this time and place. We welcome 

your participation and prayers as we begin the implementation phase, including 

raising funds for the remodel through community grants.

 A big thanks to all who have paid their 2018 Per Capita Apportionment of $35.43 per member. We will 
continue to accept this throughout the year from those of you who have not paid. 

 Our Property Committee has been busy with a number of behind the scenes projects. After finding a large 
pool of water under and around our  hot water heater, it was determined our 100 gallon, 40 year old hot water 
heater needed to be replaced. It was installed in February, 1978, so it served us well for 40 years. We were 
grateful to Stainless Specialists who came immediately and were able to find and install a new hot water heater. 
Having hot water to use is a real blessing that you maybe don’t think about until you don’t have it! 

 If you haven’t noticed, there are new railings on each side of the front wall in the sanctuary for our choir 
members and others to use entering and exiting the Chancel area. Our thanks to Steve Martinson for getting 
this project started and to George Houghton for finding and installing the railings. 

 We’ve also contracted with Bay Towel for floor mats in the carport entryway and in the lower level as you 
exit the elevator. These will be changed twice a month during the winter months to help us keep the salt and 
snow out of the hallways and sanctuary. Please take advantage of them and clean your feet well before entering 
the carpeted areas. The carpets are wearing and we are attempting to legthen their lives. They will be cleaned 
again this spring as well. 

 If you have concerns about our building, please contact Steve Martinson or Kevin Ingvalson who co-chair the 
Property Committee. We want to be good stewards of the building we have been blessed to have to worship 
and serve in.
